
April 10, 2009, PRWC General Meeting Minutes
The meeting was called to order at 11:05 AM by President Susan Kay Schultz. The invocation was given by Chaplain Shirley Knudsen and the pledge was led by Corresponding Secretary Judi Schultz. 
New members and guests were introduced.  The minutes from the March 13, 2009, General Meeting were accepted as distributed.

President Susan Kay Schultz gave the Membership Report for Joan Parker. We now have 142 Active members, 12 Associate members, 8 Men’s Auxiliary members and 1 Honorary member.
3rd Vice-President Melinda Wagner reported that Saturday, June 13th will be the date of our fundraiser/membership event. Governor Jan Brewer will be our speaker. We need items for the silent auction and volunteers to help with decorating.
Dianna Soe Myint, AzFRW Region VIII Director congratulated PRWC for winning two awards at the April 3-4 AzFRW Spring Board of Directors Meeting. They were for having over 100 members and having exceeded our 2008 membership total. She announced that Governor Brewer has agreed to have AzFRW host a Governor’s Ball to be held sometime this fall at the Phoenix Sheraton. The date and price have not yet been confirmed. The AzFRW State Biennial Convention will be held in Tucson this October at the Hilton Hotel. Deadlines for submitting applications for the AzFRW “My Favorite Teacher” and the Dodie Londen Series in Excellence is May 1.
President Susan Kay Schultz announced that the PRWC Web site was submitted to the NFRW “Winning Website Committee” and was selected to be honored on the NFRW Web site and Capitol Connection. Because of the Fundraiser Membership Event in June, we will be selecting members to serve on the Nominating Committee and to be delegates for the AzFRW Biennial Convention at our May meeting. The cost to attend the Convention is $165.00.
Anthea Dyer, Caring for America Committee reported that the money collected for New Day this month will purchase pre-paid phone cards that will be used by women who are in the domestic abuse program.  Last month she purchased calendars and day timers.
1st Vice-President Dottie Puskar introduced Arizona Superintendent of Public Instruction Tom Horne.  Superintendent Horne is a Men’s Auxiliary Member and his wife Martha Horne is an Associate Member of PRWC. He served in the State Legislature for four years, was a member of the Paradise School Board, has served as Superintendent for eight years. He is a lawyer and is considering running for Arizona Attorney General in 2010. During his tenure he has established non- English speaking students to have four hours of intensive instruction in English for one year, rather than being enrolled in bilingual education classes. This has resulted in the student learning in English rather than in Spanish and he expects this to have good results. He is most proud of the fact that he has saved the taxpayers money by fighting Federal judges who have attempted to make laws and take over government functions.
President Susan Kay Schultz announced that there will be a “Tea Party” at the State Capitol Senate Lawn on Wednesday, April 15, at 5:00-7:00 PM.
