2nd Vice President Joan Parker reported 146 Active members, 14 Associate members, 8 men’s Auxiliary members and 1 honorary member.

3rd Vice President Melinda Wagner said we have already received some wonderful items for the June 13th membership/fundraiser and is still looking for more donations.

Arizona Federation 1st Vice President Leona Johnston urged all members to attend the AzFRW Summer Meeting July 23-24th at the Sheraton Crescent Hotel. Friday evening’s program will feature the mother of the 1st Navy Seal to die in Iraq and will be very patriotic. Saturday’s speaker will be Margaret Dugan, Assistant Arizona Superintendent of Public Instruction.

President Susan Kay Schultz announced that the Executive Committee had selected two members, Judi Schultz and Melinda Wagner, to serve on the 2010 Nominating Committee.  As per the bylaws three members were selected from the general membership:  Jini Simpson, Joy Russell and Carole Schwenn.  The Nominating Committee will announce at the September 18 General Meeting the 2010 officers.  The election of Executive Committee officers will take place at the November General Meeting and installation of officers at December Holiday Party. 

Anthea Dyer, Caring for America Committee member, said this month’s donations will be used to provide supplies to women who are in the New Day’s Domestic Violence Program. She has been asked by the Club to submit the Caring for America entry for NFRW and AzFRW. One of the questions on the form was how this program is related to Republican issues.  Anthea stated because the purpose is to make the clients self sufficient, prepare them for work and to provide a strong moral base is the same as the Republican Party’s purpose.

Recording Secretary Barb McMullen reported that the club is eligible for 15 delegates for the AzFRW Convention October 23-24th.
