2nd VP Joan Parker gave a history of PRWC. We were organized in 1968 with 41 charter members. Our members now are from all over the Phoenix metropolitan area and we are the 2nd largest Republican women’s club in Arizona.  She reported that we now have 177 Active members, 19 Associate members, 14 men’s Auxiliary members and 1 honorary member. This gives us a total of 211 members.

Campaign Chair Barb McMullen gave a presentation on Clean Elections versus Traditional Campaigns. She urged members to come with their check books to help the candidates at next month’s candidate forum.

President Susan Kay Schultz announced that our featured guest speaker at the November Candidates’ Forum will be Senator John McCain. We are expecting more that 15 candidates to participate in the forum and she urged all to make their reservations early.

In the absence of Anthea Dyer and Essie Fleischer, Co-chairs of the Caring for America Committee, 2nd Vice President Joan Parker reported that this month’s collection for the New Day Center will be utilized to buy hand sanitizer and cold/flu medications for the residents.
 
President Susan Kay Schultz announced that we have had our second social networking class which was led by Co-Chairs Susan McAlpine and Renee Behinfar. Renee will be presenting a workshop on social networking at the AzFRW Convention in Tucson on Oct. 23rd. We now have a Club Facebook page that will be utilized for keeping our members informed of PRWC events.

President Schultz introduced our guest speaker Scottsdale Mayor Jim Lane. Mayor Lane told the group that the cities and towns in the Valley are interconnected and what affects Scottsdale also affects the other municipalities. Some of the issues that he has tackled in his nine months in office include more transparency in council proceedings and making city government more in line with the City charter. Some of the highlights include the South Scottsdale task force and Sky Song bringing more business. There are hard choices in these economic times. Tourism is still important to Scottsdale and TARP has impacted firms using Scottsdale for their meetings. The Preserve Commission is utilizing smart funds to help purchase over 2000 acres. Mayor Lane stressed the importance of promoting Scottsdale to make it desirable for businesses to relocate to Scottsdale.

President Susan Kay Schultz introduced the following candidates who introduced themselves: Jim Ward - Congressional District 5 Candidate, Vernon Parker – Governor Candidate, Brenda Burns – Corporation Commission Candidate and Nicholas Burr – Legislative District 6 House Candidate
