I would like to continue to collect for the Wellness Center for the next few months. They still need one more blood pressure monitor and it would be great to help them stock their shelves with band aids to what ever might be on their needs list. 
 

There are two very big benefits to the services that UMOM and Phoenix Children's Hospital are providing, they keep patients out of the emergency rooms and they have been successful in recruiting New Day Center residents into the health care services, 22 to be exact.
